The pedantic side of me was thinking 'well they've only got one guitarist, and the third horn player isn't playing a trombone', but thats just me being picky. They put on a great performance, and i really enjoyed when they each got to do a solo,

As for the stars of the show. They were amazing. From the moment they walked on stage I didn't see just two guys dressed as Blues Brothers, I saw Jake and Elwood. Jake's (Wayne Catania) voice was spot on. It was soulful and raw and very quickly captured the attention of the audience. Elwood (Kieron Lafferty) was everything Elwood is meant to be. His singing voice was a proper deep baratone, his harp playing was smoothe as 18 year old scotch, and I particularly enjoyed the performance of Rubber Buscuit. 

These boys, I'm pretty certain, are the closest thing to the real Jake and Elwood (short of Belushi rising from the dead and reuniting with Aykroyd) that you're going to find in this day and age. I highly recommend this show to anyone who is even a slight blues brothers fan because they've seen the movie once to the die hard Blues Brothers disciple who lives and breathes blues music. At more than one point during the show I remember thinking it was just like seeing the original Jake and Elwood performing on SNL.
