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Technical Requirements
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Updated February 2012 

Technical Rider for “The Official Blues Brothers Revue” 2011-2012 Tour

In order to promote the highest quality of this theatrical production, we request certain criteria. These are stated in the following technical rider. If there are criteria that you cannot meet, you need to notify the producer.
This preliminary rider is newly revised and should provide you with a strong indication as to what the production will entail upon arriving at your venue.
1. LOAD IN

A. Preparation Required prior to Company Arrival:

- Lights hung, patched and tested

- Soft Goods Hung

- Stage Clean & Swept

- Risers, Chairs and Music Stands in place per stage plot

B. Personnel

All Crew members required for Load-in, Set-up, and load-out should be familiar with the facility, house equipment pertaining to their station, and basic stage craft.

4 person Load-in/out Crew

4 Stagehands (1 Fly-Op, 2 Electricians, 1 Audio)

1 House Audio

1 House Electrician

1 Wardrobe Assistant

Show Run Crew
2 Spot Operators

1 Deck Hand

1 Fly Op

1 Playback Operator

1 Female Wardrobe Assistant 

In most venues it is preferable for the Company technical staff to be responsible for

running crew duties during the show, including light board, sound board, fly rail, and

wardrobe. Occasionally the Company may request house personnel to operate some

or all of the house equipment during the show. The Company Road Manager will set local crew calls during the advance phone calls with each venue.
C. Loading Door
This company is travelling with backline. The loading door should be close to the

Stage, and all obstructions must be removed prior to the Company’s arrival. The loading ramp must be free of ice, salted if necessary and well lit. The loading door should have a

minimum height of seven feet and a minimum width of eight feet. Our vehicle must be

able to unload at the loading door or loading platform.

D. Parking
After the set has been loaded in, the Company will require parking spaces for two (2) 24’  vehicles as close to the stage door as possible. If there is insufficient space at the theatre, other parking accommodations must be made and parking lot personnel should be informed as to the Company’s arrival and departure times.
2. HOSPITALITY

A. Catering

Because of travel and time constraints, crew, cast and musicians may not be able to leave for meals. Per advance, presenter should be prepared to provide on-going beverage service, including soft drinks, coffee, hot tea w/ lemon and honey, fruit juices, 3 deli meat trays along with assorted fruits/vegetables throughout the set-up time, lighting focus and sound check. Prior to performance, a light meal with protein, such as grilled chicken salads, sandwiches or other appropriate fare should be provided prior to the performance. This is REQUIRED for two performance days. Presenter is to confirm all catering details with the Production Road Manager no later than two weeks prior to performance date.

B. Lodging

The Local Presenter will provide up to 11 non-smoking single rooms at no expense to the company. If a matinee performance is scheduled, then rooms will need to be reserved for the evening(s) before for a total of 2 nights.

IT IS EXTREMELY IMPORTANT THAT THE ROOMS BE ALLERGY FREE, MEANING

NO HOTELS OR ROOMS WHERE PETS OR SMOKING WERE OR ARE ALLOWED

3. WARDROBE / DRESSING ROOMS

A. Dressing Rooms are to be made available as follows:

____One Star Dressing room for Elwood Blues

____One Star Dressing room for Jake Blues

____One Large Men’s Chorus Dressing Room for Musicians

____One Large Women’s Chorus Dressing Room for Singer

These rooms MUST be properly lit and temperature controlled. They should contain

illuminated make-up mirrors and have provisions for the hanging and storage of personal

clothes as well as costumes. Costume racks are required. ALL dressing rooms must be

near hot and cold running water with easy access to restroom facilities NOT USED BY

PUBLIC. All dressing areas must be thoroughly cleaned before the Company’s arrival. Dressing rooms should have a speaker to monitor the performance and Stage Manager calls. No one except Company personnel will be permitted in the dressing rooms.

Chorus Dressing rooms must contain a commercial grade steamer, and working iron and

ironing board.

4. STAGING
A. Stage Dimensions
The production should have a playing space of 30' wide X 16' high proscenium stage with a minimum of 16' of depth. The orchestra pit will not be used, and when possible, should be covered and allowed for use as playing space.
4 Risers:
(2) 8’w x 8’d x 18”h Drum Riser w/ black masking and step units
(1) 4’w x 4’d x 9”h BGV Riser w/ black masking (an 4’x8’x9” is suitable)
B. Stage Draperies
The venue is to provide appropriate sets of black legs and borders to properly mask the
stage. Refer to light plot for general relative placement of legs and borders. If the venue
has a standard house hang of black legs and borders, although not optimal, it would be
acceptable for the show. All draperies and drops should be black and must be hung prior to the Company’s arrival.
C. Rigging Requirements / Fly Lines
The production requires the following:
____Three (3) working line sets for drops/scenic elements

____One (1) line sets midstage for a mirror ball

____One (1) line sets upstage for a video projector

____Four (4) line sets will be used for overhead electrics
____One (1) line set will be used upstage with in-house cyc or sky drop

There are three drops which are 16' W x 25' T, built by Rose Brand out of Flame Retardant Muslin.

Battens for electrics and projector should be hung with instruments and cabled as per the plot and schedule prior to the Company’s arrival. Please make sure you have enough stage weight for the electrics.
5. LIGHTING / ELECTRICS

Please visit www.SpringerTheatricals.com for the Light Plot, Channel Hookup, Color Count and Inventory Break Down. Upon receipt, the light plot should be completely hung, patched, and gelled prior to Company arrival.

A. Instruments
The production will require the following instruments, at most, with appropriate gel frames and cable necessary for hook-up as indicated on the lighting plot. Until the finalized light plot can be issued, the following inventory should be used only as a guide:

16 8'' or 6'' Ellipsoidals, 1000W, at front of house position

(these may be 8x12, 6x12, 6x16, etc. based on the throw distance)

35 6 x 12 Ellipsoidals, 1000W

19 8'' Fresnels, 750W or Par 64s, 1000W

6 6'' Fresnels, 500W 
3 Color strip lights are required to light the venue’s sky drop or cyc

2 Follow spots; preferably Xenon or equivalent. Follow spots must be equipped with a

color boomerang. Please have spare spot lamps available.

It is the responsibility of the venue to provide tall, mobile, and safe focusing

equipment of appropriate size. (Genie lift, rolling A- frame, light bridge, etc.).

ANY NECESSARY SUBSTITUTIONS MUST BE DISCUSSED WITH THE TOUR LIGHTING DIRECTOR PRIOR TO THE COMPANY’S ARRIVAL.

6. AUDIO

A. FOH
· The Presenter/House must have or provide a concert quality PA suitable for covering the house. The Company Sound Engineer will either mix the show from the house audio console or may option to run show from The Company’s monitor console via laptop from front of house. Please contact The Company Audio Engineer with a list of available house equipment. 

B. Stage Power

· The show will required four (4) separate circuits that are independent of the lighting system. See stage plot for required power drop locations.
C. Monitors and Microphones
· The company will be carrying a complete monitor and microphone package for the band and vocalists. Supplemental gear might be necessary should the Presenter option to invite any guests artists to participate in the show. In such a case gear must be approved my The Company Audio Engineer.

C. Back-line
· The company will be carrying our own back-line package. Supplemental back-line may need to be provided should the Presenter option to invite any guests artists to participate in the show. In such a case gear must be approved my The Company Audio Engineer. The Presenter/ House should also have a list of available back-line companies to provide the Company in the event of they need to procure replacement parts or instruments.
The staff, cast and crew of “THE OFFICIAL BLUES BROTHERS REVUE” are very excited about bringing our production to your facility. We also request that you include a scaled ground plan and technical information about your theater, as well as local information guide (Music supply stores, Doctors Office, Hospital, Local Eatery and Lodging, etc) as this will help us to become familiar with your facility. If there are any particular problems that other groups have encountered when playing your facility, please describe them in writing to us. Like you, we want to present the best performance possible.
